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9. CONSIDERATION OF CHAGNES TO THE AGENDA 
 

9.1. Mr. Mike Ortiz stated that subsequent to the agenda being distributed an 

issue has arisen.  Mr. Ortiz explained that Dogma Athletica has been 

airing commercials on the local radio station which is leading listeners to 

believe that Dogma Athletica is tied in with the VRD Mountain Bike 

Series.  This is not true and to try and clear up the issue Mr. Ortiz has had 

legal counsel for the District prepare a resolution for the Board to 

consider which clarifies that the District retains full ownership of its 

events.  Mr. Ortiz read the resolution aloud and explained that he will be 

contacting the representatives from Dogma in an effort to get the radio 

ads stopped.  

9.2. Upon a motion duly made and seconded it was unanimously RESOLVED 

to adopt the Resolution as presented, a copy of which is attached here to 

and made a part thereof. 
 

10. PREVIEW OF SPORTS SUMMER PROGRAMMING- MS. BETH PAPPAS 

10.1. Ms. Beth Pappas from the VRD Sports Department presented a power 

point outlining the upcoming programs for the summer season and 

explained to the board all of the new camps and leagues.  During the 

upcoming summer the Sports Department will put on 11 sports camps as 

well as a number of other local and regional tournaments, the La Sportiva 

trail running series, and the Land Rover Roaring Fork Mountain Bike 

Series.  Ms. Pappas also reviewed a new event being put on in 

conjunction with Billy Mattison called the Vail Kids Adventure Race 

which is a two person team event designed to promote team work and 

problem solving.  All of the board members and staff are very excited 

about this program.      

10.2. The Board thanked Ms. Pappas for her presentation and commented on 

how busy the Sports Department is throughout the year and the incredible 

job that they all do to bring so many fun events to the Vail area. 

11. UPDATE OF #7 TEE PROJECT- PERMISSION TO PROCEED  

11.1. Mr. Ortiz reported that representatives from the VRD presented to 

revised plan for the #7 tee boxes to the Vail Town Council on April 20
th
.  

The Town Council had many questions and has asked the District to look 

into some of their concerns.  The items was tabled until the June 1
st
 Town 

Council meeting which will give sufficient time for staff to look into their 

questions and report back on the findings.    
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12. MARCH 2010 FINANCIALS- MR. ERIC WEAVER 

12.1. Mr. Eric Weaver stated this is the time when things are starting to ramp 

up and departments are beginning to order their supplies for the 

upcoming summer season.  So far the District is doing well compared to 

budget but the majority of the favorable variance appears to be timing 

related and will correct itself in the coming months.  At this time he had 

no major concerns to report. 

12.2. Director Hanlon asked if Mr. Weaver would be producing the weekly 

golf revenue reports like he did last year.  Mr. Weaver stated that the 

reports were a great tool for monitoring the course revenues and that he 

would be sure and distribute them to the Board once again this year.  

13. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR INPUT 

13.1. Mr. Ortiz stated that District has begun performing some much needed 

maintenance on the old Battle Mountain football field and the field is 

looking great.  The field will be of great benefit to the District for use in 

upcoming summer programs and events.  

14. BOARD MEMBER INPUT 

14.1. Director Wiles questioned about when the driving range would be 

opened? Mr. Ortiz stated hopefully, depending on the weather, May 1
st
. 

He also would like to set up a meeting with Ms. Plain and Mr. Ortiz to set 

up a golf Tournament for players who are local and who have not played 

the Golf Course in a couple of years to get them re-acquainted with it. 

14.2. Director Hanlon wants everyone to know what the Vail Golf club has to 

offer, and what great improvements we have made to it.
